BUSINESS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES

b)  Building Hope Forum – The Chair received information from Carol Munroe regarding a conference on affordable housing to be held in Vancouver.  T. Welch is planning to attend and asked if anyone else was interested – if so let her know.  

6.
STANDING AGENDA ITEMS


a)  Educate:  D. Lindquist – has been reviewing information on the web 

such as Islands Trust Community Housing “Tool Kit”:  A Guide to Tools available to Support the Development of Affordable Housing in the Trust Area.  A number of areas were highlighted, such as definition of affordability, identification of needs, mixed use zoning, other types of housing.  He has looked at North Pender and Salt Spring Island investigating into the issue of affordable housing.  Primary task is to identify “needs volume”.  

The Co-ordinator of Assisted Living on MI is interested in the Task Force and has been directed to contact the Chair.

Housing for Assisted Living requires 12 units for funding and does not appear to be sustainable on the island.

D. Lindquist will forward recommended readings to Task Force members.  V. Turay has reviewed parts of the document and agreed that much information has already been collected and analyzed.  Vicki will review with D. Lindquist and bring forward points of interest for the Task Force.  Vicki is also interested in the historical perspective and more time for in depth discussion.  

b)  Engaging the Community:  T. Welch:  There is a budget request for 2 ½ day community meetings.  It was discussed that one meeting early on could address the history and gather community information.  The second meeting would focus on what the needs are for Mayne Island.

This is a vast topic and meeting format needs to allow for more in depth discussions.  Task Force needs to stay focused on Terms of Reference.

The survey of needs will look at where are our successes and failures, what currently exists and what are the short falls for the future.
