Minutes of September 21st, 2010 Meeting

5 pm, Church House

Present: Terrill Welch – chair, Christie Meers, Vicki Turay, Mike Nadeau, and David Lindquist – recording.

1. Call to Order:

Meeting called to order at 5:06 pm.

2. Approval of Agenda:

    a. Additions/Deletions:

1. add “new idea” from Christie Meers;

2. delete 6.d Final Report, as Carol Peets is away;

Vicki moves, Christie seconds, approval of Agenda as amended. 

All in favour; agenda approved.

3. Approval of Minutes of the August 10th meeting:

Christie moves, Vicki seconds, approval of Minutes.

All in favour; Minutes approved.

4. Business Arising from Minutes:

Terrill Welch reports:

a. Statutory Authority:

The Trust’s statutory authority is the same as local government’s or regional district’s with a mandate for land use management only.

b. Generally Accepted Planning Principles:

Trustee Dodds will query the planners; expected to be the same principles as planning for a city.

c. Density Zoning Map:

Trustee Dodds provided some zoning density examples:

a. McKay Farm on Fernhill: 12

b. Judd property on Campbell Bay: 12

c. Church property: ?

d. Old Bennett property in Miners Bay: 30, plus 10 senior-friendly units

e. Un-named property on Campbell Bay Rd.: 10

ACTION: Terrill will email further details when she receives Density Zoning Map.

d. Request for recording secretary:

Dave reports that this item was on the agenda at the LTC meeting September 20th, and was approved. Appointment pending.

e. Terrill submits Carol’s updated Workplan draft for discussion.

Dave moves, Vicki seconds, acceptance of the Workplan as amended. All in favour; carried.

f. Draft Budget (attached):

ACTION: Terrill will revise figures to allow for revised mailing expenses. The requested budget total will not excede $3,200.00. Revised Budget will be redistributed to Task Force members and forwarded to the LTC.

Moved by Vicki, seconded by Dave, that the revised Draft Budget be accepted as discussed. All in favour; carried.

g. Confirm Task Force membership:

Terrill reports that Judy Taylor has withdrawn.

5. New Business:

    a.   Request review of quorum definition:

Until we hear otherwise from Trustees, we will proceed on the understanding that a quorum shall consist of four out of the seven extant Task Force members. 

b. Place to post agenda and Minutes online:

Dave reports that this item was raised at the recent LTC meeting, and the planners indicated that the Agendas and Minutes could be posted to the LTC webpage. Christie suggested that Monica Hogg’s MayneIsland.com would also be a possible site.

Mike asks if we can post Agenda and Minutes hard copies publicly.

ACTION: Christie will ask Trustee Dodds if the LTC’s bulletin board at the mall could be used to post HOTF Agendas.

ACTION: Terrill will request that the Library host a Housing Options Task Force binder for public access to this information.

c.   Christie makes a “parking lot” suggestion that Oceanwood might make an excellent affordable housing option property. Task Force members reconfirm their scope as researching housing needs and reviewing land use options to meet those needs. The Task Force scope does not extend to housing development to meet these needs. However, ideas may be captured in a “parking lot” to be attached as an appendix to the Task Force report for future use by other groups. 

d.   Terrill asks if we are comfortable with accepting written submissions. Yes.

6. Standing Agenda Items

a.   Educate – Dave is reviewing the OCP as well as other materials supplied recently by Trustee Dodds dealing with affordable housing options on other islands. He will forward relevant materials to Task Force members by email.

b.   Engage Community – Terrill reports that she has sent a monthly article to the MayneLiner and will continue to do so for the duration of the Task Force. No other actions have been taken at this time. .

c.   Gathering Public Input – Christie is researching for existing material.
